This year’s ‘Best in Pennsylvania Crafts’ gallery exhibit (aka Holiday Gallery) will be on display during the 
Pennsylvania Guild Fine Craft Fair held at Manheim Township High School in Lancaster. The theme for 2010 
is “Edges & Borders.” We only want to feature “One-Of-A-Kind” work, and we would like pieces that stick 
closely to the stated theme.  Think about pushing boundaries, surface design, patterning, framing and edging.  
Be creative.

THEME: EDGES & BORDERS

Eligibility:  You do not have to be exhibiting in the November Craft Fair to participate in the gallery exhibit!  
Participation is open to ALL current state juried members of the Pennsylvania Guild of Craftsmen.  All categories 
acceptable.  Entries must have been produced within the last two years and not shown in a previous Holiday 
Gallery exhibit.

Deadline:  Gallery registration and dues must be received by October 18, 2010 to be included.

standards:  Entries should represent the best in craftsmanship and design.  All entries should be considered 
one-of-a-kind gallery pieces.  All work must conform to current Guild standards.  

display requirements:   Please note on your registration form if you are submitting any item that can be 
considered “oversized” or of unusual weight or proportions.  If you are submitting jewelry or anything that 
requires added security, you are responsible for providing a locked case.  If you have any display equipment 
specific to your piece, please bring it with you.  Pieces must be dropped off Friday, November 13th no later than 
3 pm unless arrangements are made beforehand and picked up on Sunday, November 15 after 5 pm.

awards:  Last year, $2450 worth of awards were presented.  Award-winners will be selected by at least one 
non-Guild juror.  There must be a minimum of three (3) entries per category for an award to be given.  If there are 
less than three (3) entries in a particular category, the award will be made at the discretion of the jurors.  Awards 
will be presented on the evening of Saturday, November 13th, at 6:15 pm.  Everyone is welcome!

fees:  $20 for first entry, and $10 for each additional entry (3 piece maximum), with one check for all.
